Hungarian producer SKC is a talented guy, with one hell
of a work rate. Since debuting in 2001, his endless slew
of releases - solo and as part of collectives Tactile and
Mindscape - have marked him out as a truly versatile
studio technician. ‘Dream Come True’, from his album
‘Killing Me Softly’ on Commercial Suicide, is about as
uplifting a piece of drum & bass as you’re likely to find.
Cascading drums, chanting vocals, pulsating bassline
and soaring pads - you’ll struggle not to fall in love with
this.

Shadowcasting

Originally a drum & bass producer, over the last few
years Martyn has gradually gained more and more credit
for his dubstep productions and it is this track, released
on Marcus Intalex’s Revolve:r imprint, which provided
the foundation for this reputation. It’s a totally original
piece of dubstep, laced with a real groove and freshness,
but above all else, it has soul and epitomises his deep,
slightly leftfield style. Martyn continues to go from
strength to strength - keep an eye on his newly launched
label 3024 Records, there’s much more to come from this
