Fumakilla is a tasty little label that’s certainly worth
keeping an eye on. They’ve got artists such as Paul Ritch
and Jona on their books, as well as The Dose — a bunch of
mischief makers who describe themselves as, “not a rock
band, but nevertheless a band to rock.” Comprising of
four Berlin based musicians / producers, they make
techno that’s bursting full of quirky rhythms, catchy
synths and spoken vocals. T Am Your Door’ is perhaps
their finest track to date, embracing elements of disco,
funk, and house, and mixing them all up in their big
techno cauldron, with refreshing and original results.

Layo & Bushwackal!’s latest excursion is a powerful and
deeply atmospheric track that deserves to be given full
attention from beginning to end. After about 2 minutes,
the playful melody at the start is suddenly stripped back
and you realise you're getting a whole lot more than you
bargained for. Melodies, basslines and industrial noises
weave in and out, and the haunting snatches of vocal and
crazy spoken samples really take it to the next level. After
some of the more downtempo, jazzy influences of their
last album Feels Closer’, ‘Things Change’ is aimed
squarely at a dark, hot sweaty dancefloor. Music for the
witching hour!
